 CFIA Traceability Regulations 

o The OAAS is working with the Albert Association of Agricultural Societies and CAFÉ to 

create a position paper to present to the Provincial Agricultural Societies at the CAFÉ 

convention 

o The OAAS position is that: 

 The animals must leave the farm with approved identification and animals that are not 

properly tagged will not be granted entry to the fairgrounds and that it is the 

responsibility of the owner and NOT the Agricultural Society in the event that a tag is 

lost to resolve the tagging issue and  

 That it is the responsibly of the owners and not Agricultural Societies to collect and 

report animal identification and movement data.
